Simple – 

keyword only 

for subjects, 

titles, authors, 

NOT full-text.  

Only advanced 

search includes 

full-text 

searching 

Simple search

search in full-text 

of ebooks. 

Only 10% of a 

title can be 

printed or 

copied. Sort 

results by 

date 

published, 

relevance and 

title.

Simple – 

keyword only for 

subjects, titles, 

authors, NOT 

full-text.  

Advanced - by 

fields, but 

neither search 

offers  full-text  

searching of 

ebooks.  

No way to search 

full text of 

ebooks, can 

search full-text 

within specific 

title (HG 

collection ONLY); 

default display is 

Collections;  

select “books” 

inside a collection  

to see titles. Site 

built for browsing. 

Printing not 

available. 

Citation info 

and MARC 

records 

included in 

item record. 

Account 

allows use of 

favorites, 

notes, 

syncing 

across 

devices, and 

recently 

viewed 

content.  Must 

sign-up and 

wait for email 

from 

Biblioboard to 

use account. 

Chrome or 

Safari 

browser for 

desk/laptop; 

Biblioboard 

Library app, 

select NONE 

for Library 

name; Use 

on iPad, 

Kindle Fire, 

Nexus 

tables, 

Galaxy Tab 

(4.0+) ONLY. 

All; for Home 

Grown, click on 

yellow “Tablet 

icon” in top right 

of reading pane. 

Core ebooks 

have download 

option in record 

to download to 

ADE or 

Bluefire..
