Section 1, GENERAL INFORMATION

PURPOSE
The purpose of the Letter of Intent (LOI) is to provide the applicant library with feedback from the State Library Consultants and Senior Management and the LSTA Advisory Committee before submitting a full application.  This process helps ensure that the project concept meets the criteria for the selected program and identifies ways to help the application become stronger and more competitive.

A Letter of Intent must demonstrate the applicant’s understanding of the requirements of the grant program for which they intend to apply.  Before completing a Letter of Intent, carefully review the guidelines for the applicable grant program.  Only libraries with an approved Letter of Intent may apply for a Project Grant.  

An eligible library or organization may submit one Letter of Intent per grant category. 

SUBMISSION AND DELIVERY INFORMATION
All Letter of Intent documents must be received in the Library Development Office by 5:00 p.m. on the due date.  Combine all documents in the order listed and submit as a single attachment via email to LSTA@ncdcr.gov.  Only complete applications are eligible for consideration.

Letter of Intent Applications are due on November 1, 2013.  A complete application includes:
· one (1) original application;
· one (1) Letter of Intent Online Signature Page with required signature; and
· one (1) complete set of any supplemental information or documents, if applicable.

Describe the process used to plan the proposed project.  Did the library have a planning grant? What organizations were represented in the planning?  What key steps were carried out in the planning process, including meetings held by the planning group, etc.? 

5.  LENGTH OF PROJECT
How many years are proposed for this project?  If more than a single year, explain why implementing the project requires more than one year. 

6.  PROJECT ACTIVITIES
Insert a table to show the timeline of the primary activities that will occur during the grant year, with the expected completion dates and who is responsible for ensuring the activity occurs.
