The grant funds assist school librarians in developing stronger book collections that support reading, reading readiness, and student achievement.

The single-year grants are to buy books only, and are not offered to replace existing funding for the library. Each dollar of grant funds must be matched with at least 25 cents in local funds. Through this program, 874 grants have been awarded to the more than 2,400 North Carolina public schools since 2000.  These grants are one means to focus the attention of teachers, principals and parents on the need to maintain strong print collections in school libraries.
